Effort

targets, are those who put all that they can into their studies. The goal for each student should really be 
to achieve 5’s for effort grades in all of their subjects.  
  

Effort Description 
1 Very little effort shown in lessons. Regularly off-task. Behaviour may disrupt own and 

others learning. Shows very little motivation. Very poor attitude to learning  
2 Some effort is shown in lessons, but this is inconsistent and there is behaviour that 

sometimes disrupts own or others learning. A better attitude to learning is required.  
3 Appropriate effort is being shown in lessons. Behaviour is positive and motivation and 

attitude to learning is at an acceptable level.  
4 Good effort, behaviour, motivation and attitude are shown in lessons.  
5 Excellent effort in every lesson. Strives to carry out tasks to the very best of their ability. 

Excellent behaviour, motivation and attitude to learning.

This is the target grade for the end of Yr11. It is a long-range target based upon the results of the Year
