Helpful Hints – Read before Booking 

• Your child’s date of birth has to be entered in exactly the right format, using four digits for the 

year of birth e.g. 14/01/2003. 

• Where it says ‘child’s register class’, you need to type the code from page 1, such as 11S, and not 

the teacher’s name. 

• The email address you enter is only required to get a confirmation of your appointment. If the 

system is saying it does not recognise you, it will not be the email that is the problem because the 

system does not actually hold your email address – please refer back to the tips above.
